Priority Mail Express International Guarantee Suspension to Certain 
European Countries beginning March 23, 2020 

  
Effective March 23, 2020, the U.S. Postal Service (USPS) will be temporarily suspending the 
guarantee on Priority Mail Express International due to airline travel restrictions and widespread 
airline cancellations destined for the following countries: 
  

•         France 
•         Great Britain 
•         Spain 
•         Sweden 
•         Switzerland 

  
In addition, the temporary suspension of the guarantee on Priority Mail Express International 
destined for China and Hong Kong, which has been effective since Monday, Feb. 10, 2020, is still in 
effect. 
  
These suspensions will be in effect until further notice. The Postal Service is undertaking all 
reasonable measures to minimize the impact to our customers.
